AMM 

encouraged member municipalities 

to send this letter to their citizens, 

either on its own or in this year’s 

tax bill. The goal is to inform and 

educate Manitobans about the 

issue, as well as suggest ways 

they too can lobby the Provincial 

Government to work toward a 

solution.

 

Along with the letter, the AMM 

prepared a template to help 

members illustrate the percentage 

of education tax their residents ar

e 

paying on their property tax bill. 

AMM explained that showing the 

tax breakdown visually in this way 
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is likely to be more easily 

understood by residents and will 

help them to better understand the 

significance of the education t

ax 

portion of their tax bill. 

 

We are pleased that many of our 

members were able to use these 

materials to communicate the 

education tax issue to their 

residents. To increase the reach of 

this message even further, the 

AMM also ran the letter as an
